Please
contact 575-388-1934 or drop by 3082 32nd Street Bypass, Suite, D, Silver City, NM 88061
for a food service application which must be completed and returned to NMDH for the
temporary license.

No city-vending permit is required. Vendors are responsible for collecting and paying
applicable taxes.

Vendors are encouraged to provide their own liability insurance and to idemnify and hold
harmless the members of the Organizing Committee, Gila Resources Information Project, and
the Town of Silver City.

Vendors are solely responsible for loss or damage of their merchandise.
